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‘Being Church’ is more
than going to church

The social dimension of being a Catholic
companion of the Lord Jesus starts with re-
membering that only three of the Ten Com-
mandments deal with our relationship with
God — the other seven have us consider our
social relationship with other people.

Sometimes, good and devout Catholic folks
really fall into believing that our beautiful wor-
ship — the Mass, sacraments rituals and cus-
toms — are the only requirements of the person
of faith. These “spiritual and Spirit-filled” di-
mensions of a life of faith are so important and
needed to nourish faith. They are the source
and summit, especially the Holy Eucharist.

We are social beings by nature, however,
which means reaching out and taking part to-
gether in all the elements of walking the way
of Jesus, walking in the way of faith, cannot be
absent or avoided.

Some people, saying they are good Catholics,
only go to Mass and do nothing else. Some
Catholic people would go to Mass three times a
day and never interact or participate in actually
“being Church,” which is different from just
going to Church. Being Church means doing
your part — participating in programs, projects
and social events, and reaching out to represent
your parish household in the wider community
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where you live.

To be Church might be seen when someone
offers to teach the faith to our youngsters, or
volunteering at the local soup kitchen, possi-
bly visiting shut-ins or hospital patients, maybe
helping organize enjoyable parish events that
boost our spirits.

The social outreach of a life of faith might
even prompt someone to speak out, to pro-
test something that is clearly wrong, even un-
ethical. In the Sacrament of Confession, most
penitents start with whatever they did wrong.
It takes some advising to remind that person to
consider the good that should have been done
that wasn’t done. Usually that means the social
dimension of our wondrous faith.

CELEBRATING THE SAINTS

The Chair of St. Peter

This feast commemorates Christ’s choosing
Peter to sit in his place as the servant-authority
of the whole Church.

After the “lost weekend” of pain, doubt and
self-torment, Peter hears the Good News. An-
gels at the tomb say to Magdalene, “The Lord
has risen! Go, tell his disciples and Peter.”

John relates that when he and Peter ran to
the tomb, the younger outraced the older, then
waited for him. Peter entered, saw the wrap-
pings on the ground, the headpiece rolled up
in a place by itself. John saw and believed. But
he adds a reminder: “... They did not yet un-
derstand the scripture that he had to rise from
the dead.”

They went home. There, the slowly explod-
ing, impossible idea became reality. Jesus ap-
peared to them as they waited fearfully behind
locked doors. “Peace be with you,” he said, and
they rejoiced.

The Pentecost event completed Peter’s expe-
rience of the risen Christ. “... They were all
filled with the holy Spirit” and began to express
themselves in foreign tongues and make bold
proclamation as the Spirit prompted them.

Only then can Peter fulfill the task Jesus had
given him: “... Once you have turned back,
you must strengthen your brothers.” He at once
becomes the spokesman for the Twelve about
their experience of the Holy Spirit — before
the civil authorities who wished to quash their

preaching, before the Council of Jerusalem,
for the community in the problem of Ananias
and Sapphira. He is the first to preach the Good
News to the Gentiles. The healing power of
Jesus in him is well attested: the raising of
Tabitha from the dead, the cure of the crippled
beggar. People carry the sick into the streets so
that when Peter passed his shadow might fall
on them.

At the end of John’s Gospel, Jesus says to
Peter, “Amen, amen, I say to you, when you
were younger, you used to dress yourself and
go where you wanted; but when you grow old,
you will stretch out your hands, and someone
else will dress you and lead you where you do
not want to go.”

What Jesus said indicated the sort of death
by which Peter was to glorify God. On Vatican
Hill, in Rome, during the reign of Nero, Pe-
ter did glorify his Lord with a martyr’s death,
probably in the company of many Christians.

Spreading the joy
beyond the sanctuary

Social Ministry important part of parish life

St. Mary of Mount Carmel / Blessed Sacra-
ment is renowned around the region and dio-
cese — and beyond — for its wonderful and
meaningful liturgies, beautiful music, an ener-
getic congregation and faith-filled parishioners.

Beyond its religious foundation, however,
there is another important aspect — the par-
ish’s social community.

Parishioners and friends gather during the
year to enjoy camaraderie at many parish func-
tions outside of our beautiful church.

That’s where Mario and Carmelann Scalzo
come in. For more than 30 years they have
been organizing events as the heads of the par-
ish’s Social Ministry, formerly known as the
Social Committee.

“It started over 30 years ago when we were
asked to give a reception at church, and then
later we were continually asked to host the
events on behalf of our priests,” said Carm, 78.

“After our first reception for Father Henry,”
Mario said, “my wife and a few good friends
who worked with us decided that we wanted to
form some type of ministry to plan and spon-
sor social activities where our parishioners can
become a close community.

Why have they been doing it for more than
three decades?

“(I get satisfaction) hearing our parishio-
ners telling us what a great time they had at
our events and telling us that they would have
stayed home wrapped up in front on the televi-
sion,” Carm said.

Mario, 78, said it’s a joy “just to be with our
friends and have fun planning and sponsor-
ing activities that will encourage camaraderie
with our parishioners. And the by-product that
enables us to support local ministries and pro-
grams that extend beyond our parish.”

A major aspect of the Social Ministry is that
people outside of the parish benefit.

“We always felt that we would like to share
by supporting our church’s outreach efforts into
our community,” said Carm. “We researched
and found several groups and organizations
that need additional resources to fulfill their
goals.

All of the beneficiaries receive monetary do-
nations to support their needs: They include:
Veterans Outreach, Rescue Mission, Thea
Bowman House (through Anne Elacqua’s pro-
gram), Purple Heart, Abraham House, Father
Luis’ Spanish ministry, Mount Carmel Society
Thanksgiving program, The House of the Good
Shepherd, and the Monday Night Walk In at
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Two events sponsored by the Social Ministry are the Craft Fair and Bake Sale, above, the Bistro,

below. “We subsidize all of the events with our funds to keep the costs to our parishioners
downs,” said Mario Scazlo, who along with wife Carm, head the ministry.

the Rescue Mission

Mario stressed none of the Social Ministry’s
events are fundraising.

“In fact, we subsidize all of the events with
our funds to keep the costs to our parishioners
down,” he said. “Our only fundraiser is the
Bake Sale and Craft Fair.”

Among its numerous endeavors are Valen-
tine’s Day Dinners, Mardi Gras parties, Murder
Mysteries, the popular Bistro, dinners (roast
beef, ham, manicotti and fish fries), A Night
at the Races, The Christmas Galas, Breakfast
with Santa, chicken barbecues, bake sales and
craft fairs, pizza fritta mornings, several teas, a
wine trip and raffles.

Guiding the Social Ministry only is one as-
pect of their lives.

Before he retired, Mario engaged in the tech-
nology field since the early days of mainframe
computers in the mid-1960s. He retired from
Bank of New York Melon as a vice president
of technology development. Now, he’s in the
choir, teams with Carm on the Marriage Com-
mittee, serves on the Board of Directors for the
Italian Heritage Club of the Mohawk Valley,
and is secretary of the St. Rosalia Society.

aith is her savior

Once angry with God, Vicki's trust in Lord undeniable

In full disclosure for those who don't know,
Vicki Perritano is the mother of the editor of
this magazine, who interviewed her for this ar-
ticle. This is the 53rd edition of “More Good
News,” and we felt after 13 years of publica-
tion it was time to feature one of the matriarchs
of the parish. Vicki is 95 years old, still attends
Mass and volunteered over the years in many
parish ministries.

You grew up on Lansing Street, and then
after marriage you moved basically into the
backyard of your childhood home to your
current home on Blandina Street. What was
the neighborhood like during those times?

It was great. The neighbors knew everybody.
Everybody got along. You could walk the
streets at midnight if you wanted to and every-
thing was great. Its people were beautiful.

You grew up in the Great Depression in
the 1930s and during World War II in the
1940s. What do you remember about those
times?

Well, I was in grade school when Dec. 7,
1941, happened (Pearl Harbor). I was 12 years
old and, naturally, as young kids, we were
all saying, “If something happens, what are
we gonna do?” I remember we had rationing
books. My mother would have to ration to get
the stamps for sugar, flour and other household
items that we needed. Even at that time, we
didn’t wear panty hose. We had nylon stock-

ings, and we had to go downtown to buy our
stockings and stand in line because they were
rationed.

You graduated from Mount Carmel School
in 1943. What was school like?

Great. At that time, we had all nuns, and I
think our parish had four or five priests and we
knew the nuns. I don’t know how many kids
in class, maybe about 30 kids or better. The
priests would come out during recess time and
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they would play with us and play ball and do
whatever. It was just a nice time.

You’re a 1947 graduate of Proctor High
School. What do you recall about those
years?

I loved Proctor. It isn’t like it is today. We
weren’t that many — I think we were 300 when
we graduated, There were no drugs at that time,
and everybody was amicable. Everybody got
along. We had a beautiful football team. We
were at odds with UFA (Utica Free Academy)
at that time because there was Proctor vs. UFA,
but never anybody getting into any fights. We
had a great time.

How did you meet dad?

Well, his father died, and our backyards con-
nected, and my mother made a meal for them.
And so he was at our house and that’s how I
met him. For me it was love at first sight. And
to repay my mother for giving us dinner, we
had our first date. We went to the Orpheum
Theater on South Street, and at that time he
had this old clunker car, and when we went
out when the movie was over, the car wouldn’t
start. That was the beginning of our beautiful
friendship.

You were married almost 27 years and
had four sons before he died unexpectedly
at age 49 and January 1976. How would you

Party time at Carnevale

Parish hosts traditional celebration before Lent

As one holiday season ends, we start prepara-
tions for another.

In Catholic tradition, Lent (Quaresima in
Italian) is a time for prayer, fasting and alms-
giving. So, before the Lenten season begins on
Ash Wednesday, March 5, Christians around
the world will take time to party in diverse
ways.

The last chance to partake in meals centered
on a meat dish gave rise to the name of the
celebration of “Carnevale.” That name comes
from the Latin “carnem levare,” which trans-
lates roughly to “eliminate meat.”

The Tuesday before Ash Wednesday became
a day when the last feasts before the days of
fast and abstinence
took place. Carnevale,
Carnaval or Mardis
Gras (Fat Tuesday),
depending on the
country in which you
may find yourself, is
quite a thing.

The banquets and
feasts grew into cele-
brations, including the
soon-to-be-avoided
meat and other rever-
ies including parades,
parties, sweet treats
and masked balls. In Venice, the masks became
elaborate costumes that completely enveloped
a person in such a way that the class distinction
between nobles, rich, the common and poor no
longer were evident and allowed people to en-
ter places in which they would not normally be
seen, making it possible to celebrate with those
of another social rank.

This March, St. Mary of Mount Carmel /
Blessed Sacrament’s Social Ministry, in col-
laboration with the Italian Heritage Club of the
Mohawk Valley, will host a family centered
Carnevale celebration from 10 a.m. to noon,
Saturday, March 1, in our gymnasium. Chil-
dren should accompany adults. There will be
free beverages and a chance to socialize. Tra-
ditional Carnevale sweets, tasty “chiacchiere”
and “fritelle” will be available for purchase
with all proceeds going to Abraham House.

Children will be shown how to create Car-
nevale masks. There will be a “Sfilata di Car-
nevale” (Carnival parade) around the gym,
where children, led by “Re Carnevale” (the
Carnival King) will show off their colorful cre-
ations.

Venezia began as a celebration of the victory
of the Venetian Republic over the Patriarch of
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Aquileia in 1162 just before Lent. People gath-
ered in St. Mark’s Square and started to dance.

The celebration became official during the
Renaissance and became even more sumptuous
in the 17" century. Things got a bit out of hand,
however, prompting the Holy Roman Emperor
Francis II to ban it in 1797. The celebration
was revived in 1979 and now attracts at least
3 million visitors a year to the “floating” city.

In other parts of Italy, America and in the
Latin countries, Carnevale is celebrated with
parades with elaborately decorated floats, the
most famous ones in Italy’s Viareggio, Brazil’s
Rio de Janeiro and New Orleans.

In the Sicilian community of Misterbianco
the celebration combines Italian, American and
Latin country traditions where local parades
feature costumes that become the parade floats.
Each year a theme is chosen and, like the cel-
ebration in New Orleans, neighborhoods com-
pete for the best presentation of the year.
